INTERNATIONAL SHIPPING: IS AN EXPORT LICENSE REQUIRED?

Before shipping items outside of the U.S., you should always assess whether a license is required under U.S.

export control regulations.

The following worksheet will help you determine whether you need a license to ship items internationally
and/or if there are restrictions on the recipient.

In some instances a license exception may be available.

Items on the USML
may require a license.

Level of export control
varies based on
destination and

classification.

Several countries are
comprehensively
sanctioned and almost all
shipments require a
license:

Cuba
Iran
North Korea
Russia
Syria
Ukraine (certain regions)

Items on the USML: A
license is required for
most destinations.

Items with an ECCN
other than EAR99: May
be restricted to certain
destinations.

Certain end-users (i.c.,
final recipients) are
restricted.

You cannot send certain
items to restricted end-
users without a license.

Look up whether an
individual or entity is on
the U.S. Government’s
Consolidated Screening
List.

Certain end-uses (i.c.,
intended purposes) of
an item are restricted.

Any military or space
end-use requires
additional review, as
does a purpose that
could be detrimental to
national security.
Shipment will likely be
prohibited.
