Here at UK is the new Director of the NIH Center for 
Clinical and Translational Science as well as an Associate VP for research and professor of OB/GYN. In national service she has 
chaired the NIH Pelvic Floor Disorders Network, a clinical trials consortium, for 15 years and has served more than 20 years on 
NIH DSMBs. In life, she is a wife, mother of four adult children, greyhound rescue volunteer, fitness fanatic, and coach.
